Excerpts from "A Prison of the Mind"

Michelle ( a woman who wants her sister's murderer put to death) Their lives are not my fault!

Marion (Moderator and Devil's Advocate through out the play) But on some level isn't that you and me?

Michelle: Why do you say that? My parents loved me--they took care of me!

Marion: Haven't you ever felt that you wanted--even needed--more than what people gave you--and that if you could just reach out and touch the heart of someone--you yourself would be healed from the sickness of loneliness?

Michelle: Yea, my devotion is to my family! I can't… I won't reach out to the filth in this world who destroy life!

Marion: But aren't you destroying life also by putting them to death? Don't you think they pay for the crime?

Michelle: They don't pay enough!

Marion: Where is the justice in his execution? (points to prisoner)

Michelle: What!

Marion: Yes he will eventually die but God's hand should take him not ours!

Michelle: Where is the justice in that choice?

Marion: Where is the integrity in yours? (Michelle turns away in anger but Marion continues) Anger can control your feelings towards other people you know. It's binding up your heart can't you see that!

Michelle: I don't want to hear you anymore! ( she turns upstage as though to leave but she does not.
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
